Resources 

• Fayetteville Housing Authority 
o Their website provides information on their Affordable Housing 

programs, such as Public Housing, Project-Based Rental Assistance 
(PBRA), and Tenant-Based Voucher Programs. 

• Affordable Housing Online 
o Provides a list of low-income apartments and affordable housing for 

rent in Fayetteville, or the greater Washington County area. 
• Second Mile Ministries 

o Affiliated with the University Baptist Church 
o Their Community Care mission is to help those in the NWA 

community meet needs of food, clothing, monetary aid in small 
amounts, rent, utilities and some medications. 

• Cooperative Emergency Outreach 
o When a financial emergency occurs, whether due to illness, job loss, 

natural disaster, or any other emergency situation, they can help by 
providing food, gasoline vouchers, clothing vouchers, utility 
assistance, rental assistance, and prescription vouchers.
